Background Summary:

In May, 2006, a resolution was created that authorized the selection of the Auburn Golf Course
Clubhouse as the site for a public art piece in 2007. A site was selected in the northwest landscape area
of the Clubhouse. Additionally, a budget of $40,000 was approved for the design, project administration,
fabrication and installation of this piece. In order to fast-track this project and develop a smooth selection
process, the City of Auburn Cultural Arts staff contracted 4Culture as a consultant for the artist selection
process. 4Culture’s contract is now complete and City staff will manage the project from this point.

Fifty artists were invited to apply for the project; twenty of these artists submitted materials for
consideration. 4Culture and Cultural Arts staff moderated a panel comprised of artists, the Clubhouse
architect, Arts Commissioners, and representatives from City and Clubhouse staff. After reviewing all
eligible applications, the panel selected and interviewed three artists. Seattie artist Susan Zocola was
their final recommendation. This artist will work with the City’s project team to plan, design, and
implement a new work for this site. Susan Zoccola is an award-winning professional artist who has
completed many successful public and private art commissions.

Staff requests Council to adopt Resolution No. 4263 authorizing the Mayor and City Clerk to contract with
Artist Susan Zoccola to provide artistic services for this project.

WHEREAS, the ARTIST was selected by the CITY through a competitive Call for
Artists proposals.

WASHINGTON, HEREBY RESOLVES as follows:

Section 1. The Mayor and City Clerk of the City of Auburn, Washington, are
| hereby authorized to execute an Agreement with Susan Zoccola. A copy of said
Agreement is attached hereto, denominated as Exhibit “A” and made a part hereof as
though set forth in full herein.

Section 2. The Mayor is hereby authorized to implement such administrative
procedures as may be necessary to carry out the directives of the legislation.

Section 3. The Resolution shall take effect and be in full force and effect upon

passage and signatures hereon.
